Recently I read in a Western Australian newspaper that the peregrine falcon had been taken off the endangered species list in Northern America, the article written about the falcon in North America I thought was interesting reading, it started off by saying that in 1970 there were only thirty nine breeding pairs of the peregrine in North America and now that there were in 1999, one thousand six hundred and fifty breeding pairs it was time to take them off the endangered species list, I don’t know how many youngsters each pair could breed each year but by my high school maths if each pair bred at least one breeding pair each year in half that time they would have bred nearly forty thousand pairs , take of ten thousand pairs for the imbalance in sexes it still leaves a lot of breeding pairs, if you go the other way in the twenty nine year span the numbers of breeding pairs only rose by one thousand six hundred and eleven, the equation would be one breeding pair from  every thirty breeding pair, if only two birds survive from every sixty mated is no wonder they nearly became extinct, who do the falcon fans think they are fooling, they should be writing material for the comedians on the stage, the article finished off with a member of the peregrine society of America saying that there is nothing better than to see a falcon taking a pigeon in full flight, after that turn’s him on he probably goes home and whips his wife and kids for afters  now for the peregrine in Australia in the Australian endangered species book published in 1990 it was claimed that there were approx five thousand  breeding pairs in Australia  even if it takes thirty breeding pairs as they claim in America to breed one pair of breeders there would at this juncture be seven and a half thousand breeding pairs in Australia and that does not include the breeding programs by the wild life people, I believe that there are more than this amount in the south west corner of Western Australia alone as no matter where you liberate pigeons they are attacked I must add not all attacks are the peregrine most I believe are the sparrow hawk another protected species with thousands of breeding pairs world wide, 

The question that should be answered is how many more thousand pairs of peregrine and sparrow hawks have to be bred to force the powers that be to be like America and have them off the endangered list.
