The Sidewinder cock from the Beau Lofts of Gary Buchanan has been very kind to him with five wins to his name plus being on the drop numerous times with other clock birds, the fed topper was bred out of Gary’s Wickham family, he believes that a good pigeon can make a good flier, but also believes the opposite to be true 
The Beau lofts are situated at Medina south of Perth, his last club that he was a member of was the Fremantle club before he gave racing pigeons away, for only a short time we hope as the class of opposition that is found when ever Garry is racing is good for the sport he was also a member of the Skyways club which is only a small club of eleven very keen members, Skyways club when Garry was a member was very capably managed by Norm Evans the club president. Gary is a retired bricklayer by trade maybe that is the reason his birds are housed in a double brick loft with a clay tile gable roof, the birds in the loft are a mixture of the good old Australian family’s and some of the imported European strains with a particular preference to the Van Loons, Gary keeps a good size race team, although he doesn’t send many to the race each week preferring to pick the eyes out of the available birds.  He is a very firm believer in very solid training and education for the race team, he uses the old English widowhood style feeding program a depurative early in the week building up to a heavy mix by the end of the week, 

He has been racing pigeons for some 37 years off and on he started racing in 1960 while living in south wales with the Brithdir Newtredegar Welsh homing union [i hope that i have spelt that right] in 1964 he moved to London where he flew in partnership with Geoff Gilbert, in those days he flew birds of the Bricoux/Sion strain with great success including the combine y.b.d. Against four federations. 

In 1971 Gary moved to Western Australia where he settled his family, in 1982 he joined the Fremantle r.p.c. And later rejoined that club, he has held many positions in all clubs that he has been a member of. He claims to be a absolute disciple of Dr Rob Marshall whose vetenary advice allows him to keep his pigeons healthy the philosophy of beau lofts is healthy pigeons win races, among Gary’s outstanding achievements are flier of the year in 1987 plus finishing very high on the ladder several times, so far this year out of five races Beau Lofts have finished 1st 4th and 11th fed, i am sure this is not the last that we have heard of that name in the pigeon racing circle, when Garry retired from pigeon racing he sent me down some of his best stock birds to add to my own breeding stock
