Peter comes from a long line of pigeon fliers, he is the son of John Wilson of Top Flight Stud in Gawler South Australia, his uncles fly pigeons in South Australia, peter has been associated with pigeons for most of his life he said that he is committed to a life time of pigeon racing and he is concerned for the falling membership throughout Australia and that he will be the only flier left standing in 25 yrs we hope that his concerns are not realised.  Peter has a conventional loft 20 foot by 18 foot divided into three compartments, the birds that Peter has in his breeding box are Goodgers x Ray Hunts Nundrew hen and a family of Buschaerts he likes to work his birds around the loft the birds are also tossed 20 - 30 km up to five times a week depending on the birds health also at this time of the year he might sometimes toss up to 100 km per week, also he likes to find, that fine balance between rest, work and performance from his birds peter found it very different racing pigeons in Perth in Western Australia compared to pigeon racing in South Australia, the feed is different but he has adjusted from a predominantly pea mix to a carbohydrate mix with about  20% peas , peas Saturday and Sunday and wheat for the remainder of the week, Peter also found the climate different and the diseases in his pigeons are a new experience compared to what he grew up with 17 years ago , 
Peters comments are there will always be somebody to produce similar results by using unorthodox methods, are there any firm feeding protocols in our sport or just some marginally better than
