Ron is no newcomer to the sport of pigeon racing, as this is his 48th year, in that period of time he has been a member of only three clubs the Northern Suburbs, Scarborough and now the Stirling club all this time Ron has retained his membership of the P.R.F. 

The Dalziell loft is twenty foot long by nine foot wide this is broken up into four sections with a small trapping section in the middle, when Ron first started in pigeons he had birds from his brother Tom and the late Danny Breadsell these birds were of the old Australian breeds mainly the Jurion and the Harrisons, later there were birds of the Blanden strain added and now there are some of the imported Janssens, the birds are mainly fed wheat for the early races, with maize and peas added for the longer races , the birds are trained at 10 km 15 km 25 km and then 96 km from there they are entered into the races

The hen that topped the fed has been in the clock four times this year for two wins both wins were two weeks running both from Cue 550 km the first week she won the club after seven and a half hours on the wing then the next week she was the best in fed after an eight and a half hour fly, the sire of the hen is a Janssen van loon and A.B.C. the dam was from Des Moore the dam had only one race before she was stopped and that was for 3rd club single bird 550 km.
