Ralph has been associated with the sport of pigeon racing since 1948, it is a bit hard to find any information about him and his methods as he plays his cards close to his chest, but i will give you what i have, Ralph started with pigeons in his native country South Africa, his first racing birds came from the Royal Lofts at Sandringham in England. 

Over the years Ralph has been a member of seven pigeon clubs two in South Africa and five in Perth in Western Australia, my earliest recollections of Ralph were in 1969 when he was a member of the Northern Suburbs racing pigeon club, in that year there were two wins and several places to his credit since then there have many wins and places at both club and fed level including 5 x1st in his club so far this year, the birds in his loft are of no particular breed, they are a mixture of several his philosophy is breed good birds or out they go , the birds are fed mixed grain as much as they can eat, because of cost there is very little medication used Ralph said that having mesh floors helped to keep the birds healthy , the training and tossing of his birds is also very simple , the loft door is opened at 8 am  out go the birds and he calls them  back at night , the birds only fly if they want and when the goss hawks stir them up
