At last i have found the time to sit in front of the computer and try and compile another article, 

One thing that does come to the fore is the that a couple of us who were using the bells on the birds legs for the tossing, when there is a predator strike these birds do not panic leaving the birds that break from the mob easy prey for the falcons, the bells that we used are purchased from the craft shops for around $16:00 per hundred, they are tied to the life ring with a thin bit of wire, the bells are about the size of a pea with the four bottom pieces crimped together to hold a small object, the other thing that stands out is that i have had very few losses this i believe to the birds staying in the mob and making it hard for the predators to pick them off.

One other thing that we have found is that there has been a phone tower built on the highest point in town, whenever the birds are tossed they make a bee line for that tower, usually circle a few times return nearly to the release point and then head for home. 

Now for the third part of my theory on where do your champions live, the first part was to do with being east of your federation or club and how the wind is to your advantage the second was the effect that magnetite had on the homing instant of pigeons and this one is to do with magnetic lines and grids, every country has magnetic grids they are lines where mainly running north south, 

In Australia maps can be purchased of the whole country or specific areas, how do these affect pigeons, well birds are reluctant to cross one of these grids and will seek a way past them they will come through the hills mainly through valleys or where there is a break in the line or a weak magnetic pull, this may explain why some fanciers are always complaining that they never get a bird to come on line, i will give you two examples one is my own recent experience where i lived on the edge of the Bennett Ranges, the rangers were right in the direct line of the flight path from the race points, not once did i get my birds to home on line they always came north or south to me never on line, recently a fancier in Sydney asked me why i thought his birds were never coming on line this year,  still returning from the same direction as last year,  last year he had a good year with the birds homing direct each week, the first thing i asked him if they were flying the same direction, he said that they had switched from a southerly direction to a north west line, i told him to get a map of the magnetic grids for his area and he would find a magnetic grid north west of his loft which the birds would not cross they were going around the magnetic line and homing from the wrong direction, he brought the map and found that i was right there was a very strong magnetic grid to the north and west of him, these maps also showed that most of the top lofts were situated in the area least affected by magnetic lines for their birds to cross no matter which direction that they flew, the areas with the  least magnet lines are usually coloured purple and that is where most of the champions lived. 

On my trips to England i worked out by the type of country side that there is a magnetic grid stretching from Wells to the south to a range of hills just outside of Bath in the Compton Dando, Corston area, with out a map of the grids i could be wrong, but if i am right any fancier living under that line from Shepton Mallet to Bath would be hard to beat, i know this works in australia because of results i have from my inquiries, i am hoping to be in England next year and with a bit of luck i hope to be proven right there also.  To another bit of information i have used magnetite as an additive to my birds food for many years as i believe it assists their homing ability as it does to help migratory birds travel thousands of miles and be spot on every year at the same location, there will be a sale of my birds in Sydney in August, for the sale i selected the birds for sale and placed them in a separate loft none of these birds had seen the outside of the loft, well we had a storm in our area with winds up to 100 knots an hour,  a branch was blown from a nearby tree hit the front of the loft broke through the wire front and seventeen birds escaped, one i had reported ten miles away, the rest i had written off, i was sure that they must have been blown a long way from home, well the good news is all the other birds worked their way home over a period of two weeks, maybe it could have been the magnetite that helped them find their way home or just good luck, as i have just started writing for the racing pigeon in England, most would not have read my previous articles, from the first where do your champions live, through to winning with hens including magnetite so with the editors permission i will re summit these included in my future articles for the readers to comment on.

A bit more about magnetic grids

There is in my opinion a conclusion that can be reached if my theory is correct, first is that the lofts most effected by magnet grids will never be among the top lofts in their club, secondly a lofts that can only win on one line of flight have a magnet grid blocking off the direct line from other directions as is the case with my friend from Sydney, and last the top lofts in clubs or federations are the ones least affected with at most only a small magnetic interference from whichever direction that they race from,   if the theory is correct maybe federations should be checking the grids in their racing area and selecting the direction home from release points that pigeons will have as few magnetic grids to cross, it doesn’t seem to be any problem for birds flying along these lines.  If anybody would like to try out what i have just written about i would appreciate their findings and comments, i am sure there will be a lot of pigeon fanciers buying maps in the near future as it could decide where your next house and loft is situated
