Here we go again I bet you thought that it was the last you were going to hear from me , I have done a stint in hospital where the doctors I am sure were trying out things on me ,just to see if they worked , I didn’t know that there were as many places where a tube or needle could enter the human frame , any way when they had finished with their tests , they allowed me to go home , their last words were if there was anything urgent they would let me know , if not to turn up at the hospital on the 6th november if I was still around , hows that for a way to build a persons confidence,       I was reading the article written by Ian Platt regarding the stray that he caught in London , it appears that the world pigeon racing convention had problems right up to the end , it was a pity that a small part of the loft was not retained so as to make it easier to collect the late arrivals , a lesson could have been learned from the organisers of the Asia/Pacific racing pigeon conference , I would say this is the best organised international race that I have ever entered birds in , we still find it hard to get regular information from them regarding our birds progress , but that seems to be the Asian way , but at least we know that our birds are getting the best of care ,and that results will be forthcoming as soon as possible after the final race ,  the last list of birds that we had sent to us showed that with the Australian birds just over a quarter of them  had been lost in the early training tosses , I am sure that it will have to be a good bird to get through the training and race program planned for the race ,this was printed in an earlier copy of the sport, my little hen is still among the survivors , I am sure she will still be there at the end

Back home our season has finished for another year,  .our last three races will be remembered for a long while by those fliers that sent birds, the only flier that had a good result from all three races was Ray Barrass, the first race the top lofts in both sections had problems with their clocks so with penalties did not finish in the result, the second race a crate was broken open on the way to the race point and we were assured that only three birds escaped and the rest were not affected, the birds that did get out were found in different parts of the state , so off hand they must have received some sort of fright for them to take off as they did, and to finish off the race only two fliers had pigeons return , in hindsight it may have been better to return the birds still in the crates home to Albany
