There was then a break from pigeons alec enlisted in the British army where he served for several years, in 1966 he migrated to Melbourne [Victoria] where he worked for some eight years before moving to Perth [w.a] in 1994, the pigeon bug bit again and he purchased a few pair from an old chap by the name of Morgan, he also purchased a cock bird from Gary Knight, both these families were crossed and in the first six years flying he was placed in the first five positions in the federation flier of the year on five occasions, he then had a ten year break from the sport when he moved to Bullsbrook a rural location north of Perth  with his family , in 1992 he moved back to the suburbs , and in 1993 renewed his membership with the Wanneroo Racing pigeon club, that year he topped the fed in the first race of the season , the following year he won the club sires produce stakes the club young bird derby and he was runner up in the fed flier of the year ,in that year his pigeons earned him $5,900:00 in prize money             Alec has an open loft constructed of steel , with an elevated grill floor , although the loft is open it can be closed in when he thinks nessary . He is not a firm believer in working pigeons around the loft preferring to toss them from a to B, Alec believes in feeding a heavy protein mix to keep the birds going.  From 500 km on if you beat Alex you have got a good bird, the last four races on the program are all in excess of 600 km, which include one from 1000 km, i feel sure that we will hear more about Alex
