Brian & Peta Ewen

United Districts Pigeon Club

Nobody expected Birds Earlier than 8; 00 am the second day, at 6:34 am a blue check hen belonging to Brian and Peta Ewen of the United Districts club was timed in to win the fed, this made it four wins for this particular bird as she had won on three previous occasions, Brian and Peta were only just in front of Merve Jupp who timed in at 6:35 am these two birds were well in front of the other fed birds, Merve and Brian are also the two top lofts in the fed flier of the year and with only three races to go it has the makings of a terrific finish, . Brian and his wife Peta fly in partnership as B & P Ewen with the United districts racing pigeon club their loft is situated approx 5 km north west of the city of Perth, Brian was no stranger to pigeon racing, as a seventeen year old he raced in partnership with his brother Trevor, between 1966- 68, in these days Trevor was the master and Brian the apprentice, they won the flier of the year in each of those years and over the duration of the partnership won three Rawlinna fed races a distance of just over 900 km , since renewing their  interest in the sport in 1984 Brian and Peta have won the flier of the year 6 times and runner up 3 times , one could write a book on the success enjoyed by this partnership since they started with the Northern Suburbs club in 1984 , they won 9 races in their first season , and on the death of Danny Breadsell , an icon in pigeon racing in his time , they moved across to their present club . The partnership have few equals in the sport, they represent the ideal in pigeon management, we have limited space in which to report on this loft so we will confine our comments to the basics, however this loft is worthy of a comprehensive report in the near future, their birds fly to an open loft with a concrete floor, Brian believes in 100% ventilation all year round, he has accumulated pigeons from almost everywhere, although over the years breeding has narrowed down to two families namely Frank Bunters and birds from the loft of the late Royce Woods , the have been knitted into an outstanding family of pigeons that will win from any distance and out of turn, they start the season with approx 130 pigeons and fly 25 birds per week from start to finish , they prefer to give the birds a long toss of 90 km every Saturday morning , topping off the race team with a short toss midweek , the birds are fed predominantly  wheat with a small ration of peas , they fly on that mix throughout the season , their cocks and hens are separated , Brian and Petas methods appear fairly simple they don’t complicate the game with science or medications , nor do they buy or sell pigeons , Brian in particular could only be described as a natural with birds , who under his management would in all probalitly win races in any company over 500 km , Brian’s advise to new fliers would be not to fly your babies too hard in their first season , let them mature slowly and they will reward you .
