Ron Tugwell

Ron is no newcomer to the world of pigeon racing as he started racing his birds 48 years ago in London England, he was a junior member in the Plastowe working mans club where he flew his pigeons for three years between 1949-52, he comes from a family of pigeon fliers in the U. K. In particular ron recalls the advice and encouragement he received from his uncle Jimmy Edridge who flew with the custom house racing pigeon club in London he found it necessary to relinquish his love for pigeons when he started his apprentership as a wall plasterer and tiler, but i am sure that the main reason was that he was starting to notice the lovely young ladies, Ron tied the knot in 1960 and seven years later made the big move and migrated to Australia. As luck would have it he started work in Perth, Western Australia with Rance Dewson who raced pigeons with the northern suburbs racing pigeon club, during the pigeon racing season the topic of conversation always got around to pigeons, then he started attending Ranches house on race days, the rest is history.  In 1972 he obtained pigeons from Graham Knight and Barry Vale and started racing in the Northern Suburbs club, Ron enjoyed some early success with these birds, but was on the lookout for something just that little bit better, in about 1980 he laid some concrete for Gary Knight, a prominent flier of that time, Gary had just recently retired from pigeon racing and paid Ron in stock pigeons, he has never introduced another pigeon into his loft since that day, what he is winning with today is the product of 16 years of inbreeding..      Ron breeds between 40/50 birds a year these he splits into three teams, after the initial 6-8 pre season tosses, the birds race on a three weekly rotation, there are no more tosses either privately or on the fed transporter, the birds are housed in a conventional Australian loft, it has an open front, there are three compartments and more than ample perches, apart from administering turbursol routinely and worming twice a year the birds receive little medication, At club level he is leading in the flier of the year points and is in the top ten at fed level, needless to say Ron is very competive with his small team especially at the distance .
