What is the function of a publicity officer, well he is the member of any business, club or organisation entrusted with the position of promoting his particular organisation or sport at every possible step and with using all means at his disposal to get as much publicity as he can get for his members where it matters most in the district or town around the club, as you can see the publicity officer is the make or break of any group, they can be broken up into several groups from those that give their all in the job to those that only want to wear a badge and be able to tell all that he or she is the clubs publicity officer and only make a report at the monthly meetings, and possibly only give the press very little information about what is happening with their group.
I have been the publicity officer of several groups and clubs, and during that time have had very few problems in getting the papers or the television to give me a hearing just by appearing in person at their door and asking to talk to an editor or producer, writing letters and trying to get your point across by phone is a waste of time, a lot of publicity officers don’t even try to make contact with the press that way, but they always seem to be able to give a reason why no body has heard that the group is active in their area.
The new means of getting publicity is by the Internet in the form of a web page, there are several sites that promote the sport around the world, with several sites giving awards for sites that promote the sport, one of these is the site of Bob Percival from Canada, Bob has a Golden Loft Award that is voted on and judged by several of the world’s top authorities in the pigeon world. 
The other is the site of Charles Dismore from Texas in America, Charles’s site is slightly different to the first award mentioned, he has a different criteria to win his award, the award is only given to those web pages that have information to help the new and even the established fancier with information that they might use to help them in their sport, any site that is mainly promoting sales or only has information regarding the person that controls the site will not be considered, if you think that your site promotes the sport of pigeon racing both these people can be contacted through my home page on my own site   http://desmoore.tripod.com  where there is a link to both of these sites.

Reading an article on racing pigeons in Taiwan i came to the conclusion that it would not be long before Taiwan would become one of the leading countries in the sport, at the time that the article was first printed it stated that there were more than 22,000 fanciers racing pigeons in the country, they are split between two organisations, one the C.R.P.A. with roughly 12,000 members issues 556,000 life rings and the other association T.H.P.A. With 10,000 members issues 400,000 rings,

Not bad for a country where pigeon racing on really took of in the 1970’s, at each race point the bird has to fly 800 mpm or better before it can progress to the next race point, and only after exceeding that figure in five consecutive races can the total points be calculated to find the winner.

In the last few years organisations have started racing from across the sea which will extend the distance for the races to some thing between 400 and 700 klms, the fanciers in Taiwan believe that their system of racing will provide pigeons of stability, like their counterparts in Europe they believe that good health in the birds is of paramount importance, they also believe that geographical location can be a tremendous advantage and are looking for ways to minimise that situation, the main breeds of pigeons are mainly European family’s but lately they are looking at some of the long distance breeds from other country’s, 

The champion bird in Taiwan last year was of the barker strain from the bob Guilderton family.

Now that most countries are in the middle of their breeding season it is time to look at what is coming out of the nest, if the youngsters are not what you are looking for and the breeders are looking distressed you have nobody to blame but yourself, breeders are not a six month bird they have to be kept in good nick right through the year, if you don’t do this you are courting trouble, they have to have the best of feed and grit in front of them for 12 months of the year, if you find any distressed break the pairs and let them rest till the following season other wise you could ruin them for a long period of time, and it would all be of no use as the young will not be any good to race.
