Respiratory disease is probably responsible for more of the troubles to which racing pigeons are subject to these days than any other problem, accurate diagnosis is difficult since while it is apparent to the trained vet that more than one cause is probably responsible, the observable symptoms whatever the cause appear to be similar.
Unfortunately owing to the very high cost of through research and the lack of adequate funds little work has been carried out in this direction either in this country or overseas for some time.  The poultry industry has been seriously plagued by epidemics of respiratory disease, but as a result of intensive research financed by the government it has been possible to label the several different diseases involved, one can only hope that one day money will be found to implement a similar program for pigeons 
Among the known causes is the simple catarrh, this is usually involving the pigeons eye it is commonly called one eye cold, there a several causes but possibly caused by a germ called haemophilus influenza, more probably mycoplasma described in an earlier article, the symptoms are a watery discharge from the eye usually accompanied by evidence of gas bubbles, there may be some nasal discharge but not severe, the best thing is to isolate the bird and keep it quite until it clears up which should only take several days.

Do you know that just about every move you make when you are out in the public arena you are being photographed, they now have cameras that can identify you even if you try to change your image it can work out what your real identify is, it is done by the bone structure of the face, they have even gone to the extreme of having a camera that if placed on the side of the road will immediately take a photo of your car feed it back to the central point and tell who owns the car if the owner has any traffic or criminal convictions and whether he is licensed, they say it is only to recognise stolen cars

When Poi decided to get serious about racing pigeons, she chose stock of the Janssen strain of Arendonk origins from John Hofman of Ponderosa Australia, 
John supplied her very good janssens of the General lines, the breeding of her first winning bird was as follows the sire was the **Janssen 05 line** and the dam was a **General Janssen** the second car winner was a full brother to the first winner, not bad to have a pair to bred the winner of a car two years on the trot. I have also been led to believe that the third car winner was also bred from John Hofmans pigeons.

John has only recently because of both his and his wife’s deteriorating health sold the Ponderosa stud and all the champions that it contained to George Desira who has relocated the stud to Canberra, these car winners have been a boost to George knowing that John Hofman the previous owner of the stud was instrumental in helping Poi Weynton win her three cars
How would you like to have a clearance sale and get the princely sum of 170,000:00 pounds yes pounds not dollars, well that result has just been achieved by David and Emma Armstrong from Golborne in England, they sold their birds in three groups selling a total of 273 birds, that works out at an average of 623 pounds per bird it is believed to be a record for any one loft to get when they have a clearance sale. 

By the time that this article goes to press the first shipment of the old Australian families of pigeons will be in quarantine in England for this year 2004, this follows the four shipments sent in 2003, they will be sent by a fancier in new south wales, included will be ten of the broad barkers which are descendants of the Clay Barkers that were famous in Europe many years ago, included in the shipment are two direct of my number one pair, pigeons from this family the same way bred have won race in different countries including beating some of the worlds biggest names in the pigeon world today in one loft races where all the birds are on equal footing,

Griffith’s and his family of pigeons, it is not widely known that S.B.
