What a difference it makes to have plenty of room in the lofts for the birds, with only keeping forty youngbirds from last years breeding they have found that they have several perches each as the loft is designed to take 100 birds, the old birds are the same with 70 old birds with the loft able to take 120 they also have plenty of space, the thing that i notice most is that the birds are much quieter than in previous years, and they went through the moult much quicker, they are also exercising around the loft without any forced flying from me, one big difference with the both lots of birds, is that the old birds never leave the area where as the young birds are  not only roaming the sky but they are also flying that high that you can hardly pick out the pack, they are nearly out of sight, i don’t know if it is that i am giving the young birds their colliodal silver every day and the old birds every second day that is making the difference, I have been working on an article about the formation of the pigeon Corp in the American Army,  one of the things that i came upon was that they used silver for their birds as far back as 1917, the lofts always carried two sticks of nitrate of silver, the other thing is as you will see later on in the article was the complete lack of any type other than natural medications that were used for the treatment of their birds, i typed nitrate of silver into my Internet search program and was surprised the different problems that it was a recommended cure for. Not only for birds if it is added to your bath water i can be useful in treating skin disorders and also help in your general well being and health. 

It doesn’t worry me how much the birds work around the house although if they are doing the work it save me time tossing i always believed that five miles up the road is better than fifteen around the house as it gets the bird to see more of the country side, i also like to toss into the wind and take the birds in any direction as long as it homes into the wind
