Rod Adam’s had a story in one of his articles regarding D.N.A. Testing of pigeons, anybody that buys a pigeon for over $1000:00 should have the opportunity to have a D.N.A. Test available for any purchase that he or she may buy,
The first pigeon stud that offers this to the purchaser in Australia even if it is at the buyers expense will sell a lot more of their pigeons as people will know that what they buy is what they are getting. 

If you keep information stored with proof from articles printed as I do you will find a difference in parentage of pigeons differing from publication to publication, in one instance an article where a particular pigeon person was interviewed and the article was printed in an Australian pigeon magazine about one of their prize winning pigeons stating it was bred from certain birds, but now that bird apparently comes from completely different pigeons, it is no good blaming the editor for the apparent change of parentage as there has been plenty of time for a retraction to be printed if asked for,  in America this kind of practice would bring automatic expulsion from the sport, this has already been demonstrated by the American Union recently banning several lofts from the sport, the sport can only suffer from this kind of happening as you don’t know who to believe.
Several month’s ago I predicted a rise in the price of silver, well it has happened any investor that bought silver shares would have had a 25% return on their investment at this stage, it is antisipated that the price will rise again in the near future, one of the implications of this is the rise of the price of the colliodal generators while we still have generators in stock the price will remain the same but as we have to replace these the price may have to increase,

An Email arrived from England from a fancier who was criticising me about mentioning the E.T.S. clocking system in my articles that were printed in England, he said that I was trying to influence fanciers in another country as to what they should or should not do, he also said that if it was bought in he would be disadvantaged as he could not afford to purchase the clocking system and other lofts would have time on him and gain that advantage, I sent an Email back asking him to answer two questions the first where was his loft west of centre or east of the centre of his club or fed the other was what type of clock he used, his answer was interesting, the answer to the first question was east of the centre line of his fed, and that he used a T3 for his clocking, I then sent him a return Email asking if because he was east of centre did he think that he had an advantage of the lofts west of that line considering the wind was predominantly from the west and that he had an advantage over those in the west of the fed, did he think that those lofts should be given time because he was in a better position than them, the answer to the second question was a T3, I replied considering that clock was powered by a battery was that not an E.T.S clocking system, and did he feel comfortable racing against lofts that had wind up clocks as they could lose time with the spring winding down, I wonder when I will get a return Email from my comments to him. 

I wondered why we lose so many of our pigeons on the south coast, well all has been explained, I see where pigeon’s follow roads and even turn at rounder bouts on their way home as has been published in an English newspaper, the only problem is we race from the north and the roads into our town run east to west, so the birds don’t know how to get home unless they make a great detour.
